33. NORCO BUILDING
The 81,290-square-foot Norco Building opened Spring 
2010. The four-story building integrates the academic 
School of Nursing with University Health Services, 
maximizing opportunities for collaborative classroom 
learning, laboratory, clinical and internship experience 
with research and health care policy development for 
students, faculty and staff.

University Health Services located on the �rst two �oors, 
provides integrated medical, counseling and health 
promotion services to optimize the health of students and 
the campus community. Services include �u shots, massage, 
nutrition counseling, primary care, individual, couples, and 
group counseling sessions. Healthier students and campus 
community members experience enhanced academic 
achievement and improved retention rates. 

The Nursing Department is located on the third and fourth 
�oors and utilizes a high-tech Simulation Center equipped 
with an interactive six-bed suite with three debrie�ng rooms, 
a centrally located technology control room, and six high-
�delity manikins.

34. �LINCOLN PARKING STRUCTURE  
(UNDER CONSTRUCTION)

This structure was built in two phases. Phase I provided 
750 parking spaces and of�ce space for Transportation and 
Parking Services. Phase II will provide an additional 650 
parking spaces and will include of�ce space for Student 
Media and the Cycle Learning Center. The second phase is 
scheduled to open in late summer of 2011.

35. �LINCOLN AVENUE STUDENT HOUSING  
(UNDER CONSTRUCTION)

Construction began in February 2011 on this project, 
which will be located on both sides of Lincoln Avenue 
just south of the Lincoln Parking Garage. The townhouse 
style housing for upper-classmen will have rooms for 360 
students consisting of 90 four-bedroom suites. Each unit will 
have four bedrooms and two bathrooms. Expected to open 
January 2012.
